Why can’t | limit all sharing?

Federal law gives you the right to limit only:

e Sharing for affiliates' everyday business purposes—
information about your creditworthiness

e Affiliates from using your information to market to you

e Sharing for nonaffiliates to market to you

State laws and individual companies may give you additional
rights to limit sharing.

Affiliates

Companies related by common ownership or control. They can be
financial and nonfinancial companies.

Luxor; LCG Holdings, LLC; LCG Private MM, LLC; LCG Private
Management, LLC; Luxor Venture Partners GP, LLC; and Lugard
Road Capital GP, LLC are affiliated financial companies that serve
as investment manager, general partner or managing member of
certain private investment funds.

Nonaffiliates

Companies not related by common ownership or control. They
can be financial and nonfinancial companies.

e Luxor does not share with nonaffiliates so that they can
market to you.

Joint marketing

A formal agreement between nonaffiliated financial companies that
together market financial products or services to you.

e Luxor does not jointly market.

As described above, we may disclose information we collect from you in connection with our everyday
business purposes. Examples of our every day business purposes include but are not limited to: account
opening with a broker or custodian, processing transactions, auditing purposes and responding to any
regulatory authorities, court orders or legal investigations.
